Section Program Presentation Posting Instructions

Please use these instructions for sending MLA your PowerPoint presentation in place of the instructions sent with your confirmation email.

Preparation for Submitting to mlanet.org’s e-Conference site –               Due May 1, 2010

As in previous years, MLA will post your PowerPoint presentation to mlanet.org.  NEW this year, is that the file will be located within the e-Conference site.  The e-Conference will include Section Program material, Poster Files and Lightning Poster Presentations and Videos.  This site will allow you to enhance your PowerPoint presentation for those that are unable to see the talk in person, or who would like to refer back to it after the conference. The online system will also provide a forum for feedback and questions. Your presentation will also be available on the MLA website. 

This service offers more interactivity than static PowerPoints as you have the opportunity to include additional elements in your online presentation.  If you choose to take advantage of these expanded options, please keep in mind the following as you design your materials:

· Video, audio, links and animations can be attached to specific parts of your PowerPoint presentation. Everything you would like to say or show attendees during your presentation can be included in the electronic version. 

· Datasets can be attached to graphs or charts on your slides. Describing your method and making your dataset available enables other researchers to validate your results using your method or theirs with the data. This can spark collaboration and further development. Before making any dataset available, ensure that it is HIPAA-compliant and allowed by your institution and IRB.

· Additional documents can be attached to specific parts of your presentation. In the past, it has been a challenge to include adequate information for attendees to understand your project, while limiting the details so they can quickly view the concepts. Now you can have the best of both worlds.  Attendees can quickly understand concepts and then access your supplemental information for more in-depth examination of your research.

When your PowerPoint presentation is completed, you can upload it any time before May 1, 2010 through the website:

Remember, you can upload the same file that you will bring onsite to the presentation (as a PDF or PowerPoint file).  You can also upload any additional media that you would like attached to your poster.  Acceptable formats include: Flash Video (FLV or SWF), Other Digital Video Formats (MOV, MP4, MPG, WMV), Digital Audio Files (MP3 or M4P), Microsoft Word (DOC or DOCX), Digital Images (JPEG, GIF, PNG), Data Sets in Microsoft Excel (XLS or XLSX) or XML, and links to Websites (URL).  Note that some of these formats may not be appropriate for the actual Lightning Poster Presentation – see above for computer specifications in the presentation room.
The conversion of your poster, abstract, and media into this display format will be done automatically. Email and chat help are available on this site to answer any questions.

Video Recording of Section Programs

· MLA Volunteers will be video recording selected section programs. These will be posted to the e-Conference site in addition to the materials you upload (see above for instructions).

· All presenting authors within the section programs selected for video recording will be required to sign a video recording release prior to presenting.
