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Affectionately crowned the “Capital City of the South,” Atlanta has long been acknowledged for 
its post–Civil War rebirth, redefining itself as a global transportation hub, a world-class business 
community, and a cultural iconoclast via its Civil Rights Movement history and burgeoning 
arts scene. But this modern metropolis has only recently received recognition as a bona fide 
food destination. Those who visit seeking glorious fried chicken and traditional Southern fare 
will definitely get their fill, but Atlanta chefs are creating sleek, award-winning, internationally 
influenced restaurants that still hold tight to their Southern roots. Check the latest James Beard 
awards, Michelin Guide, or any prominent food media across the nation, and you will find that 
Atlanta has cemented itself as a serious culinary force.

Getting Around
The Hyatt Regency Atlanta sits within Atlanta’s proper “Downtown” district, which is situated 
on three intersecting grids that are walkable and easily navigated. This grid connects with two 
additional high-rise districts, “Midtown” and “Buckhead,” forming a north-south axis along 
Peachtree Road. 

Atlanta’s mass transit system, the Metropolitan Atlanta Rapid Transit Authority (MARTA), also 
follows this same north-south axis, making travel by train very convenient. The addition of 
MARTA’s east-west axis, running parallel to Martin Luther King Jr. Boulevard and DeKalb 
Avenue, facilitates travel to more suburban districts. There are notations in the guide for 
transit-oriented eateries in these districts, boasting minimal walking distances from train to 
destination.
